An Interview with Katie Surwilo McKay

Katie served with NDMV as a San Francisco member in 2003-2004. She served in Redwood City at Project Read. There she
tutored at-risk kids one-on-one in reading and then ran the after-school program where she taught classes and paired the
students with high school mentors. In addition, she taught ESL classes to adults at night. Currently, she and her husband run the
blog called 'The Art of Manliness.’ Their successful blog garners over 2 million views per month. This past October, they released
a book of the same title. It is now in its third printing and it is currently being sold on Amazon.

Human. Kind .: How did your experience adNDMV influence your current career?

Katie: | always wanted to have a career that was seoiiemted and helped others. My experience as a NDMV only strengthened that desire. E
became a blogger, | was teaching community college which was really fulfilling. What | do now is certaingntliffiehat you don't get that person
person connection in the flesh.

HK: How did you getyour blog started

Katie: | wasteaching Humanities and American History at the community college level and my husband Brett was getting his law dégree. In
second year of law school in 2008, the idea for The Art of Manliness came to him while he was browsing the men's magaziaeasec
bookstore. All the magazines seemed to talk about the samewgtuiffen cars, and six pack abs. Brett figured there had to be more to being a
man than that. And when he looked around at guys his age, it seemed like a lot of them were kinchdfddsiftain life. So, he wanted to start

a new kind of men's magazine, one that would have more substance and give guys some direction in life and on what bereegnedaman.

He figured it would be a little side project of his.

The Art of Manlines started out as a little blog, but it just exploded in populaBtett was busy with law school and needed help so | started
helping him with the site and we became equaitners on Hwe each write, research, and edit daily articles, and take care of the myriad of other
things that go into running a big website.

HK: What do you hope to change in the attitudes and behavior of men through your work?

Katie: The Art of Manliness seeks to reeithe lost art of manliness. The kind of manliness lived by the Greatest Generation and embodied in historic
figures like Theodore Rooseveltemwith hardihood and virtue and drive. What we try to do with AoM is to get away from the stereotypes of
maniness that exist out thethat manliness is about monster trucks, power tools, and steak. We argue that manliness simply means being the best |
you can bethe best husband, friend, father, and brother. It means living a virtuous life-amtbracing tbse old values of industry, thrift, service,

respect and so on. We look to the past for inspiration, but we don't believe that the past was an unmitigated gooe. Westeal take what was good
about manliness in the past, while leaving behind theshdfithe racism, homophobia, and sexism that used to be embraced by men. In short, AoM
tries to teach men the skills, values, style, and etiquette that should have been passed down from generation tohyerseetisrto have skipped the
current geeration. We want to help men live up to their fullest potential.

HK: How did family/friends react to your career choice?

Katie: | think at first people just thought it was an interesting hobby, which blogging is for most people. | think when miesheaothe word
blog they think of the blog their sister keeps with updates about her kids. Now that we're doingriduit seems like older people, who
especially don't know what blogs are, don't really understand what it is we do. It doesn't Eeumdelal job. Younger folks tend to think it's
awesome and think that it would be a real dream job. Our folks have been really supportive of the idea, although Brestt'ealprevanted
him to take the bar exam as a backup plan.

HK: How do you see AoNhoving forward?

Katie: Well we want to keep making the website's readership bigger and bigger. We've been talking to a variety of medid peogleears about
some different avenues that AoM could move to. We've talked with a television prodogéensking it into a TV show and a film producer about
making an Art of Manliness movie, and we're currently pitching a second book to publishers.
