Notre Dame AmeriCorps members work to
empower the poor through education and
personal hands-on support. Members tutor
children and adults (literacy, GED, and ESL),
organize after-school enrichment activities,
model and teach conflict resolution/parental
effectiveness, and involve community
professionals in the learning process.

Since its inception, Notre Dame AmeriCorps
members helped almost 90,000 individuals
learn to read, finish high school, and develop
necessary life skills through literacy, after-
school, and mentoring programs. In the last
three years alone, Notre Dame AmeriCorps
members povided tutoring and small group
instruction to more than 22,000 low-income
children and adults, helping more than two-
thirds of these individuals advance to the next
reading level. Notre Dame AmeriCorpsO out-
of-school enrichment programs have provided
access to homework clubs, art, music, creative
writing, and sports for more than 9,000 at-risk
children.

| remember the day | learned about the Corporation

for National and Community Service as clear as if it
were yesterday.

Initially, we targeted four cities. | wrote a grant asking for 46 AmeriCorps members.
Today, we have more than 270 AmeriCorps members serving at 118 sites in 15 different
cities. If not for AmeriCorps, our education and adult literacy program wouldnOt be what
it is today N a truly national program. And we certainly wouldnOt be able to fulfill our

education mission.
